Accessing stocks 
All books, sheet music, journals and 
reference works are openly accessible. 
Within the classification groups, the media 
are arranged alphabetically according to the 
name of the author, composer or title. 
Stocks in closed stacks (journal vol. before 
2000, etc.) have to be ordered at the 
circulation desk. They are ready for collection 
the day after. 
 
Audiovisual (AV-Media) and streaming 
Audio and video recordings are available 
(also remotely) in the “Naxos Music Library” 
and the “Digital Concert Hall”. 
CDs and DVDs can be researched in the 
online catalogue and are downstairs in 
numerical order. LPs are listed in the 
catalogue and have to be ordered for the 
following day. They are to be collected at the 
circulation desk. 
 
Change of Address 
Please update your address via the 
university portal. 
 
Circulation 
Books, sheet music and audiovisual media 
may be borrowed. In the online catalogue 
there is an option to order media to collect at 
the circulation desk. Use the button 
“Bestellen/Vormerken”. The tutorial “Click & 
collect” shows more detailed instructions.

Copying 
Copiers can be used with coins or the 
unicard. They are in the foyer of the 
university. External users have to pledge an 
item to take any media into the foyer. 
Please respect the copyright laws. The 
scanner of the library (upstairs) is for 
members of the university only. 
 
Databases and apps 
Via the homepage you will find links to 
various databases. The databases (MGG, 
New Grove, JSTOR etc.) can be accessed 
from library computers. Remote access is 
available via Hochschul-Login. A tutorial is on 
the homepage. Instructions for the apps 
(Henle, NKODA) are available on the 
homepage.
